They had to be fed, and feeding 2 or 3 million people
requiresalot of food. According to the Quartermaster General in the Army, it
isreported that Moses would have to have had 1500 tons of food each day. Do
you know that to bring that much food each day, two freight trains, each at
least a mile long, would be required!

Besides you must remember, they were out in the desert, so they would have to
have firewood to use in cooking the food. This would take 4000 tons of wood
and afew more freight trains, each a mile long, just for one day.
